WHEREAS the Trustees have resolved to establish a Trust to be known as THE KINROSS
(MARSHALL) MUSEUM TRUST for the chariiable purposes hereinafter set forth in order to preserve
the museum in Kinross known as the Marshail Museum (hereinafter referred to as "the Museum”), the
Trustees have raised the sum of £1 (One Pound) to establish a Trust Fund.

AND WHEREAS it is right and proper that the charitable objects of the Trust, the powers and duties of
the Trustees and other relevant matters should be set forth in writing; NOW THEREFORE WE
HEREBY DECLARE as follows:

(FIRST) The purposes of the Trust are:

(a) the advancement of the education of the general public by provision of a Museum
comprising loans from the existing collection, which includes items from the bequest of David Marshall
and additional material relating to Kinross-shire now in the possession of Perth and Kinross Council,
together with such other objects as may irom time to time be acquired oy the Trustees (“the
Collection”);

b) to provide for the protection of the objects comprised in the collection from
deterioration, damage, loss, accidental destruction or unauthorised disposal and to achieve and
maintain a standard of museum management, collection care and public service commensurate with
that required for registration under the Registration Scheme for Museums and Galleries in the United
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
